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Diamond Jenness is recognized as Canada's pre- eminent pioneer anthropologist. He documented 
Aboriginal life in Canada's North, the Inuit of the western Arctic, and First Nations communities 

across Canada. His contributions to the knowledge and understanding of Canada's native peoples 
earned him national and internati onal distinction . 

He was fascinated by material culture. Pictured here, beaded mittens and moccasins. 
 
 
 

 
 

"Moccasins (ike) were generally made of moose 
or caribou hide, but sometimes of the more 
lasting beaver skin. The Sekani of the Parsnip 
and Finlay River basins, wore groundhog or 
rabbit fur socks inside them, but the Long Grass 
people are said to have made the moccasins 
feet of double thickness and dispensed with 
socks. Five pairs of moose- hide moccasins 
collected at McLeod lake and at Fort Grahame 
in 1924 all conform to exactly the same pattern 
(Plate VI). They are of three pieces, a bottom or 
foot, a tongue, and an ankle flap. A T- shaped 
seam runs up the back from below the heel, and 
a straight seam from the bottom of the tongue 
to a little under th e toes." 

 
Diamond Jenness visited our community a few 
times during his travels, most notably in 1924 

when he recorded our traditional stories .
